Due to the governor’s Stay at Home order beginning on Friday, March 27 and
continuing at least through Friday, April 10, Paws+Claws will be closed to the
public and all boarding and grooming services are suspended until further no-
tice. The cleanliness of our facility has always been of utmost importance for
the health and well-being of our staff and the pets in our care and we are being
proactive on maintaining that standard.

At this time, we are taking extra measures to increase our already strict cleaning and disinfection
protocols. We are currently seeking donations of bleach, paper towels, hand sanitizer, and anti-
bacterial hand soap.

While we are prepping for kitten season and getting supplies ready, we are also working to give
the remaining animals in our care extra attention while we are closed to the public. If you are
able, we are asking for donations of canned/soft kitten food, KMR (kitten milk replacer), hard
kitten food, and pate cat food. We are also looking for donations of puppy food, peanut butter,
soft dog treats, large and extra large dog harnesses, and non-retractable dog leashes (specifically
slip lead leashes).
